This is the time of year most peo-
ple will celebrate the birth of Je-
sus; others celebrate because it’s
just another holiday they can put
up decorations.

Whether He was born B.C.4 or

the Son of God. Jesus did what so
many eminent men had failed to
accomplished, He laid the founda-
tion of a universal religion on an
imperfect morality, showing how
the divine and human elements can
be made to appear in harmonious
action in every soul. He is therefore
superior to all the prophets who
preceded Him.

Jesus’ life was in three-fold: priest,
king and prophet. His priestly of-
fice was shown in his vicarious
atonement for the sins of men. His
kingly office appears in His royal
power showing the concerns and
good of the people. Within His of-
fice of a prophet, His prophesies
pointed both to the manner and
the time of the mission and work of
redemption.

Iohn 6:44

No man can come to me, except
the Father which hath sent me
draw him: and | will raise him up
at the last day.

Different religions place Jesus as
non-sufficient, but it’s only through
Jesus can we be reconciled to the
Father. Because of our sinful nature
we cannot approach God. In the
Old Testament only the high priest
could go into the Holy of Holies.
Before the priest could enter into
the Holy of Holies, the bottom of
his dress attire would have bells

on the outside that he was still
alive. They also placed a rope
around his waist, so when the
bells stop ringing they would
know to pull him out by the rope.
When Jesus left eternity to come to
Earth to save His people from their
sins, He didn’t need a rope or the
blood of animals to enter into the
Holy of Holies.

Matthew 1:21

from their sins.

The spirit that
was in the Pharisees and Saddu-
cees is still moving among the
religious people.

M atthew 16:6, V12

Then Jesus said unto them,
Take heed and beware of the
leaven of the Pharisees and of
the Sadducees.

Then understood they how
that he bade them not beware
of the leaven of bread, but of
the doctrine of the Pharisees
and of the Sadducees.

We have to beware of who we’re
listening too. When they tell you
to pray, but don’t use the name
of Jesus, or they pray, but don’t
say the blood of Jesus, you bet-
ter beware because without the
name of Jesus, without the
blood of Jesus, Satan and his
imps will continue to rule and
manifest themselves in and
through people.
